For example: The Time Par
expectation for early groups can be significantly faster
than specified. This helps ensure later groups can play
in Time Par or less.

Tips for Maintaining Proper Pace

Encourage your group to play “ready golf”: Know
when it is your turn to play and be ready to hit your
shot as soon as it is safe to do so. Always maintain
your position relative to the group in front. Under
normal circumstances, you should never be more than
half a hole behind that group. A Play Coordinator will
assist you if you are experiencing difficulty meeting
Time Par expectations.
